Interact with other public health institutions and regional public health efforts with regard
to the epidemiological surveillance and management of diseases and injuries, including
strengthening cross border and regional public health efforts.

Assist the Ministry of Health in strengthening the capacity of the health workforce in health
surveillance to reduce the burden of disease and injury.

22. Recommend the declaration of public health emergency and disease outbreaks based on
available public health data.

23. Coordinate with the national and international institutions, as well as international agencies
for development support in order to promote technological transfer of knowledge, training,
and the upgrading of national researchers and technicians.
